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Post Surgical Care

· Do not bathe your Pet for 10 days after surgery or allow the incision to get wet. 

· Do not apply anything to the incision unless instructed by a Veterinarian.
· Please keep your Pet from licking/scratching the incision, this can cause the incision to open and cause an infection. If this occurs, you may need to go to your Veterinary Clinic or the local pet store and purchase an E-Collar. 
· Check the incision site twice daily. It is normal for the incision to have reddish-pink color to it, this is the start to the healing process. The edges of the incision should be touching each other. 
· If you notice excessive swelling, bright red blood, or oozing of any kind, please contact us or your Veterinarian immediately.
· Keep your Pet from strenuous activity for the first 10 days after surgery. This includes; running, jumping, playing roughly, etc. 

· If medications are prescribed for your Pet, please finish all medication as instructed.
