2023 SCHOLARSHIP RULES AND INFORMATION
Please read before completing application

1.  Parents or caretakers as appropriate, who are unable to afford the basic camp fee, may apply for a scholarship per year for one child by (1) filling out a confidential application and (2) by discussing their application in a private, confidential conversation with the department manager, if necessary.

2.  The manager will present the application data to the scholarship committee.  Scholarships are granted for one camp week.
3.  The Center requires that individuals provide the requested information on the attached form regarding income, family size, and necessary expenses so that scholarships can be provided in a fair and consistent manner.  This information will be confidential.  The following documentation is REQUIRED to be submitted with your application:

a)  Federal Tax Return


b)  Unemployment remittance statement or support

c)  Documentation of child support, if applicable


d)  Proof of layoff or termination, if applicable

e)  Explanation of your need for assistance
NOTE:  If married, documentation must be submitted for both spouses.

4.  A fee schedule based on gross monthly income and the number of dependents supported by this income is established that will set the ‘per lesson’ fee to be charged.  This fee schedule will be used as a baseline.  Documentation of extenuating circumstances will also be considered, IE excessive medical expenses, unemployment, etc.  All fees are kept confidential, as they are specific to individual circumstances.
5.  The scholarship committee will determine and grant the scholarships based on the following criteria:


a) the explanation of need


b) the monthly income and expenses


c) the number of dependents


d) other special circumstances


e) scholarship funds available

6.  If the Center has granted any level of scholarship towards your program fee, the following policies will be enforced:

a) Fees are due in full within one week of the scholarship grant.  Non-payment will result in your scholarship being revoked.
b) If your request for a scholarship is made less than one full week before the program’s scheduled start date, your payment is due the day the scholarship is granted.
c) Extended Care, merchandise, and lunches are not included in your scholarship and must be paid in full separately.

d) All fees are prepaid and there will be NO REFUNDS for missed days.

e) The standard cancellation fees apply as outlined in the Critter Camp registration process and confirmation email.
f) You spot in Critter Camp is not guaranteed until you receive the confirmation email.  This will be issued after the Center receives payment for your Camp fees.

g) All scholarship recipients are kindly asked to send a thank you letter for our records.  This letter will be shared with the generous donors who fund the scholarship program.  This letter may be anonymous.

7.  The Scholarship Committee meets once a month, so you will be notified of the status of your application no later than 30 days from submittal.  You will receive an email notifying you of the amount of the scholarship approved.  After you payment, the confirmation will be e-mailed to you.  Your spot in class is not guaranteed until your confirmation email is sent.  **Make sure to read the entire confirmation email thoroughly for program policies.
8.  The Center reserves the right to refuse assistance to any applicant who cannot provide sufficient evidence of need.  Scholarships will be awarded as funds are available.

9. Applications submitted without proper documentation will not be processed.
